Abstract

The Emergence of Indian Woman in Public Space in 1880-1920s.
Madras Presidency

1880-1920s in colonial India is a period of active transforming sociocultural processes
and reforms, in which the problems of women take a special place. Since the late decades
of 19 century the “woman’s issue” becomes a part of the nationalist project. During this
period a woman, being one of the central objects of social reforms, begins to speak for
herself gradually becoming the creator of these reforms. In the beginning of XX century
a number of women organizations (from local to national ones) emerge, which are headed
up and coordinated by women themselves. The paper is aimed to analyze the formation
stages and the reasons of woman becoming a public figure. Also it investigates the
differences of women organizations and peculiarities of their discourses. These processes
are discussed in the context of South Indian specificity (Madras Presidency), where the
social reforming processes take place during the renaissance of Dravidian languages, the
formation of regional and nationalist consciousness.
